was presented by the DAR, the other tablet honors Capt. Daniel Neil and was presented by

the SAR.....Mr. Robert Brooks, honorary trustee, is moving to Pennsylvania and has
presented the Society with many boxes of items..... Pres. Al Cappio and Curator Ed Graf
attended the 25th silver anniversary of the Nutley Historical Society where Mr. Cappio
addressed the group and displayed several pieces of silver belonging to the Bertha Koempel
Spoon Collection.....The Board of Trustees and members present at the annual meeting,
agreed that the Society add moral support to Bergen County in its efforts to presefve the
""Hermitage" at HoHoKus.....for the moment this is all we can do..... anyone having
information concerning this historic house is requested to please contact Curator Ed Graf.....
volunteers are being sought who can give a few hours on Saturday or Sunday afternoons

to help out with the crowds visiting the museum..... members of the Board of Trustees
