The l'{ orris Canal which hetrped Paterson develop in the
early days, was the f irst trans-state canai, oFened in 183 i  and
extending from Jersey City to Phi i l ipsburg.

Jeter Rose Riggs, born in Drakevi i le, now Ledgewood,
June 12, 1 I09 ,  pracf iced medicine in l r t rewfauncland, N.J.  in
1837 and founCed the Distr ict  Medical  Society of  Passaic
County. F{e moved to Cali fornia in 1849 and was in charge of
the hospitai at Sutter 's Fort,  but returned to New Jersey in
I B 5 2. F{e establ ished practice in Paterson and l ived there unti l
ret ir ing at which t ime he rnoved back to Ledgewood where he
passed away Ncvernber 5,  1869. He rests in the Fresbyter ian
Cemetary ai SLrccasunna. Riggs served in the b, l .J. Assembly in
1836 and from 1859 to 1861 served in the U"S. Congress. He
studied at the College of Physicians and Surgecns.

David B. Douglas,  born in Pompton in 119A, passed away
at Geneva, I r l .Y.  in 1849. He was a professor at  West Point ,
I{YU and Fiobart College. Douglas designed the reservoir
where tsryant Park. New York is now located as well  as the
drives and walks in Greenwood Cemetery, Brookiyn, l '1,Y.
Another interest ing note,  o i l  March 4,  1849, David.  R.
Atcheson (  i  807-1 886),  u.S. Senator f rorn Missour i  and
Presicent Pro Tem of the Senate,  was President cf  t i re U.S.
for cne day. President Polk's tenure of office expired on the
eve of March 3' 1849. March 4th fel l  on a Sunday and Presi-
dent elect Taylor woulci not be s\, i /orn in, so Aicheson was
sworn in tc serve for the one day. Inscribed oir his rnonument
in his hometown of Plattsmouth, Missouri,  beneath his name,
"President of the U.S. for one dav. "
